Fall 2011 Midterm Grade Executive Summary for Undergraduates Living in On-campus Housing
Introduction
Each academic term the Office of the Registrar reports midterm course grades that are C- or below from instructors who choose to report them.  Students are then issued a “midterm warning.” Such midterm notices are simply referred to as a “midterm.”  This report summarizes the information for houses, halls, and neighborhoods.
Results
Table 1 provides midterm information by housing units and subunits for students who received midterms.  Of 9,883 undergraduate students in the living areas during Fall 2011 semester, 4,319 (43.7%) received at least one midterm.  This compares with 44.4% in F10, 44.8% in Fall 2009 and 47.4% in Fall 2008.  An example for interpreting Table 1 is below:

Example:  In Table 1, using Barker House in BLF as an example (line 6), of 57 students in Barker, 28 students received 0 midterms,17 received 1 midterm, 8 students received 2 midterms, and 4 students received three midterms.  No students received more than 3 midterms.  Thus, 29 students received at least one midterm (50.9%). Freshmen are more likely than upper-class students to receive midterm grade reports, so the proportion of freshmen in the house is listed.  Barker House is comprised of 49% freshmen.

Table 2 provides a ranking by the proportion of the house or area receiving at least one midterm.  Stanton House in L. Friley received the highest proportion of midterms (73.2%), and is the only house/area unit with a proportion of midterms received of over 70%.  Rothaker House in Wilson received the next highest proportion of midterms (69.6%).  The lowest proportion of midterms was received by Harwood House in BLF (14.8%).

Eighty-seven houses (or areas) of 148 houses (or apartment areas) received a higher proportion of midterms than average (Average = 43.7%) compared with 84 houses (or areas) of 145 houses (or apartment areas) (Average = 44.4%), and 88 of 142 houses above average in F09 (Average = 44.8%).  A comparison for F10 and F09 indicates a similar distribution of midterm numbers:

Table 3 reports the number of hall or area residents receiving at least one midterm in a similar manner to that of house/area units.  The halls/area with the lowest proportion of students receiving midterms were SV (21.6%), BLF (35.0%), Martin (37.2%), and UV (38.2%).  The halls with the highest proportion of students receiving midterms were:  Wilson, (55.3%), Willow (53.7%), BWR (53.7%), all having a higher proportion than 50%. The halls with greatest increase in the proportion of students receiving midterms from the previous fall semester (F10) were Wilson Hall (5.3%), University Village (5.2%), Lower Friley (1.4%), and Martin Hall (1.2%).  The halls with the greatest decrease in the proportion of students receiving midterms from F09 were: Larch (-9.2%), Upper Friley (-3.6%), Wallace (-3.3%), and BWR (-3.1%).
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
