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Spring 2010 Undergraduate Student Grade Report by Residence Unit

Introduction
This report summarizes grade information based on undergraduate students who were living in on-campus housing at the end of the Spring 2011 (Sp11) term.  The report includes GPAs for all undergraduate students living in residence halls, Frederiksen court (FC), and Schilletter and University Villages (SUV).
Average grades are reported by units (e.g., Birch-Welch-Roberts) that reflect the staffing pattern.  Only averages are reported; therefore, no statistical comparisons are included in the report.  Percent freshmen are provided for each residence unit because freshmen students as a group generally receive lower GPAs than their upper-class counterparts, and a higher percentage of freshmen students more negatively influences the housing unit’s GPA.  Where an “N/A” appears in the table, there was no reportable data, or the residence unit had 5 or less students.  Units with 5 or less students composing the average are not reported to protect individual grade information
General Results
Generally grades improved for on-campus students compared with the two previous spring semesters for all students and for freshmen students.  
· The overall GPA for undergraduate students in on-campus housing (2.87) increased (+.02) from Sp10 (2.85) and showed an overall increase (+.05) from Sp09 (2.82).  The GPA for freshmen in on-campus housing (2.67) increased (+.03) from Sp10 (2.64) and showed an overall increase (+.05) from Sp09 (2.62).  
· The number of 4.00 GPAs earned by students in on-campus housing increased for the third consecutive year.

· Women (2.99) received a slightly higher (+.02) GPA than Sp10 and Sp09 (2.97).  Men (2.76) received a slightly higher GPA than Sp10 (2.74) and Sp09 (2.72).
· All 4 honors houses and 2 honors clusters again achieved more than a 3.00 GPA for all students in the house.  Freshmen in the honors houses and all of the clusters except Cessna also had more than a 3.00 GPA.
Hall/area comparisons
All student GPA
· The same two halls as last spring achieved a 3.00 GPA.  This year BLF had the highest overall GPA (3.16), and Martin Hall had a 3.12 GPA.
· Half the halls/areas (9 of 18) achieved an average above the overall mean GPA of 2.87.
· 12 Halls achieved the same or higher GPA compared with Sp10.
· Six of the 18 halls/areas showed a decline in GPA from the previous spring:  Wilson (-.06), BWR (-.06), Linden (-.04), Upper Friley (-.04), Larch (-.04), and Buchanan (-.03).
· Halls/areas having the greatest improvement in GPA were Maple (+.12), Wallace (+.09), and Helser (+.08).
Freshmen GPA
· BLF Hall had the highest freshmen GPA (2.94).
· Eight of the 17 halls/areas having reportable freshmen GPAs (SV only had 3 freshmen) had a freshmen GPA that was higher than the overall freshmen GPA (2.67).
· Ten of the 17 halls/areas increased their freshmen GPA from the previous spring. 
· Fourhalls/areas increased their freshmen GPA by more than .10:  Wallace (+.12), Helser (+.12), FC (+.12), and Maple (+.12).
· Nine halls/areas had a freshman GPA below the overall average (2.67).
· Seven halls/areas showed a decline from the previous spring semester.  
· UV had the lowest GPA (2.19) and the greatest decline from the previous spring (-.37).  This great fluctuation is likely due to the small number of freshmen living there (N = 40, or 5% freshmen).
House comparisons
All student GPA
· Starbucks North (3.63) had the highest Sp11 GPA.
· Six of the ten highest GPAs were the six honors houses/clusters.  Other houses in the top 10 were: Forbes (3.23), Pennell (3.21), Sullivan (3.19), and Shilling (3.18).
· 35 houses (about 24.6%of the houses) received a 3.00 GPA or higher compared to 26 in Sp10 and 23 in Sp09.
· 17 of the 35 houses that had a 3.00 GPA in Sp11 did not have a 3.00 GPA in Sp10.  On the other hand, 9 houses that achieved a 3.00 in Sp10, did not do so in Sp11.
· Livingston (+0.45), Hartman(+0.42), Gwynne(+0.42), Kimball (+.37) reflected the greatest improvement from Sp10.
· Owens (-.83), Converse (-.57), and Murphy (-.50) showed the greatest decline from Sp10.
· Of 142 houses, 81(57%) showed an increase or no change in GPA from the previous spring.

Freshmen student GPA
· Note that units with fewer than 5 are not reported to ensure confidentiality of individual student data.  Thus, freshmen GPAs for 26 houses/areas are not reported.
· Harwood (3.60) had the highest freshmen house GPA.
· 5 of the highest 10 freshmen GPAs belonged to honors houses (from highest to lowest: Harwood, Starbuck North, Anders, Starbuck South, and Lorch-Russell).  Other houses in the top 10 GPAs were the 70s in FC (3.25), Pennell (3.16), Hoxie (3.09), Palmer (3.08), and Sullivan (3.08).
· Fifteen houses/areas had a freshmen GPA of 3.00 or more.
· Franklin house (2.02) had the lowest freshman GPA, but it was still above a 2.00.   This is better than Sp10 that had one house with below a 2.00, and Sp09 that had 7 houses with less than a 2.00.
· Of 115 houses that had a listed GPA for both Sp10 and Sp11, 63 (55%) improved or did not change from Sp10.
· Houses improving at least .50 from Sp10 were: Ayres house (+.69), Beyer (+.56), and Haber (+.53).
· 52 of the 115 houses showed a decline (3 in excess of .50) from the previous spring:  Converse (-.94), Murphy (-.61), and Franklin (-.52). 
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
